The media are among our most persistent and powerful points of contact with the public. Like it or not, the media are now a fact of our life. Engagement is inevitable; victory is optional. We can work with the media effectively, under controls consistent with our law enforcement mission, but we need the training now, before the news crews show up at our door. Having a “no-comment” policy on the books will not stop a reporter on the scene of your next big call from asking questions of an officer on the outer perimeter. This session will prepare training officers to understand the relationship between the police and the media, the rules of engagement in police/media encounters, the special role played by police subject matter experts (trainers) and media survival skills for the patrol officer.
