The overall goal of the course is to stop the potential self-destruction of the personal and professional lives of law enforcement employees. The course outlines the issues that can lead to employees engaging in rationalized but inappropriate behavior patterns and decision-making that leads to administrative and sometimes criminal difficulties.  

The purpose of the class is to provide information that lets the officer or employee see how the deterioration process can take place and what specific preventative strategies can be employed.
